Dear Friends,

Years ago my mother taught me this little song that sometimes rings through my head:
The Spirit of God is my Helper and Guide giving me power to do what is right. (repeat)

He gives love, he gives joy, he gives peace, and he gives patience to both young and old.
Kindness and goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, he even gives self-control.

Presbyterians don't seem to talk very much about the Holy Spirit - too bad. What do you
know about the Holy Spirit? In what ways have you experienced the Holy Spirit? This Fall
we are studying the Book of Acts which brings the Third Person of the Trinity front and
center. Sometimes referred to as the “Acts of the Apostles”, more accurately it should be
called the “Acts of the Holy Spirit” As we read Acts, it becomes clear that disciples and
apostles are in on God’s action, God acting in them, God empowering them for service
and witness, God living in them - the Holy Spirit!

Often, even without knowing it, we want a nice, tidy God. However, as Jesus reminded us,
“the Spirit blows where he wills” (John 3:8). This is a great grace reminding us that God
is not tame, cannot be managed or controlled. The Holy Spirit is alive and active in our
world - sometimes behind the scenes, at other times spectacular through signs and
wonders, and still other times working inside people, bringing about forgiveness, healing,
a change of heart and mind. The Holy Spirit disrupts settled arrangements and
orchestrates strange encounters with different people. The Holy Spirit comforts and
convicts, then inspires and empowers individuals to conquer sin, to be bold in witness, to
be courageous in suffering or sacrifice.

We were not meant to live life “under our own steam.” By definition, the Christian life is
alife in and through the Holy Spirit, a life better lived day by day in joyful surrender to the
leading of the Spirit. Richard Foster says it is through the Holy Spirit that “we experience
God as truly manifest and notoriously active in daily life” Jesus once said, “Which of you
fathers, if your son asks for fish, will give him a snake instead? .. . If you then, though you
are evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father in
heaven give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him!” (Luke 11:11-13).

Compassion Demands Solidarity

“If you would ask the Desert Fathers why solitude gives birth to compassion, they would say, ‘Because it
makes us die to our neighbor. At first this answer seems quite disturbing to a modern mind. But when we
give it a closer look we can see that in order to be of service to others we have to die to them; that is, we have
to give up measuring our meaning and value with the yardstick of others. To die to our neighbors means to
stop judging them, to stop evaluating them, and thus to become free to be compassionate. Compassion can
never coexist with judgment because judgment creates the distance, the distinction, which prevents us
from really being with the other”

The Way of the Heart by Henri ].M. Nouwen

“Do not judge, and you will not be judged. Do not condemn, and you will not be condemned. Forgive, and you
will be forgiven. Give, and it will be given to you. A good measure, pressed down, shaken togethet, running
over, will be put into your lap. For the measure you give will be the measure you get back”  Luke 6:37-38

Henri Nouwen’s writings almost always make me stop and think deeply about what I believe
and what I don’t. His words above are no exception and, in fact, have helped me reconsider
the way I think about the children for whom we pray in Faces of Children.

For years, Id been thinking of at-risk children in a very specific way, certain that I held much
compassion for these precious little angels. It was pretty jarring to realize how misguided I'd
been. Nouwen’s words revealed to my self-satisfied brain that I'd just been repeating a pattern
of behavior over and over...one that, on close examination, had trapped me in a barren,
compassion-free zone.

The woman who proclaims to detest labels had been labeling the children for whom she
prayed. I had been judging children in need, perhaps not in the conventional sense, but
categorizing them nonetheless. I thought of them as vulnerable, suffering little darlings;
when in reality, the children for whom we pray are living, breathing, God-creations, as
complex as my own children.

So many children about whom we pray have impossibly difficult, dangerous lives. They've
suffered trauma or abuse and can react violently or inappropriately. They may survive life on
the streets by sniffing paint thinner or selling their bodies. Abandoned or neglected children
aren’t often known for their table manners, clean hands, or fresh clothes. And children
who've been “recruited” into armies are forced to use weapons—are taught to kill.

It isn't easy to like (much less pray for) living, breathing, God-created children with more
emotional baggage than most adults. Praying for those who act inappropriately, talk back, or
who are stubborn or headstrong is tough. Its a challenge to embrace in prayer children
whose body odor is sewer-fresh or whose appearance can frighten the hardiest horror
movie-goer. It's downright difficult to lift in prayer those who are cruel to themselves or
others. And talk about demanding...praying for children who steal, cheat, lie, or murder is
rough.

No, it isn't easy to pray for children with real problems and the day-to-day struggles of life
lived on the edge. I'd been taking the easy, not-so-compassionate route by lumping real
children into tidy categories I called “precious angels” or “poor little babies” and praying
over those. I stripped these children of their individuality, the characteristics that make them
unique, by slapping slick, advertising-quality labels on them.

Nouwen has challenged me to surrender my sanitized version of children experiencing lives
of hardship and struggle...to drop the labels and judgments...to “die to my neighbor” by
moving closer in prayer and compassion to these real children, no matter their outward
appearance or behavior. It is a work in progress.

These people may be longtime friends, but they
may also be new to our lives. The small group connection allows us to dig into our faith
with fellow believers who are rooting for us to grow deeper in our life with Jesus Christ.

There are couples’ groups, women’s groups, men’s groups,
day groups, night groups and everything in between.

Dot Delay

I am directionally challenged;
always have been.

So you can imagine my
excitement ~when the first
consumer-friendly GPS systems
came on the market. In fact, I was
determined to get our daughter,
then a recent high school
graduate, a talking directional
device before she hit the road for
college.

“We did just fine with a paper
map in college, “ husband Craig
said, sounding like a crotchety, old curmudgeon. “Besides, she would probably have a
wreck trying to operate the stupid thing”

Having put the kibosh on my great graduation gift idea, I equipped her glove
compartment with a new, never-before-unfolded Texas map, along with another one of
the Dallas/Fort Worth area. Little did I know that the iPhone - complete with a built-in
map system -- was soon to be a staple in the purse of every female TCU Horned Frog,
making the flat, paper map obsolete. Being low mom on the totem pole, I was the last
family member to get an iPhone - and even then, it was Craigs outdated 3GS
hand-me-down. It took weeks for me to master the texting and calling functions alone,
and only recently have I attempted to make use of the map App.

“Just follow the blinking green dot,” my technologically advanced older sister
instructed me during a Spring Break trip to Florida. “If the blinking dot goes off the
highlighted path, you know you've gone the wrong way.’

Seemed simple enough, although the wallet-sized screen made it difficult to get an
overview of an area, and I never felt quite confident in my comings and goings in
strange towns. Enter the iPad. Now that screen was a relief to my aging eyes!

“But the green dot still says we are on the right road,” I protested, confused. Craig
determinedly maneuvered between lanes, attempting to jockey over to the far tollbooth
in hopes of an exit. As we crept along, the green dot suddenly skipped ahead to our
present location, clearly past the correct exit, making us realize that periodic satellite
changes must temporarily delay the dot. This would have been good information to
know.

After much ado, we managed to get back on the right highway, only to miss the
turn-in to the winery with one minute to spare, once again thanks to the dot delay.

At dinner that night, Craig was determined to tutor me on the finer points of using
the map App. Much to my surprise, I learned that there are written, step-by-step
instructions at the bottom of the map, very carefully spelling out every veer, turn and
loop! Now that was helpful!

I became a master of the map by the time our trip was over, only occasionally
allowing Craig to pass an exit or turn, and I blamed those mishaps on the strands of hair
blowing violently in my eyes.

Back home in Midland, a friend asked if I would ride with her to a tennis
tournament in Big Spring, Texas. She admitted having no idea where the town was, and
I assured her that I was a pro on the map App. However, as I plugged the information
into my phone (the iPad belongs to the king of all gadgets --Craig), my friend said,
“Hold on. Let me call Natasha and find out how to get there,” pointing to the GPS screen
on the dash of her car, which she had affectionately anthropomorphized.

“Hello. Where would you like to go today?” an actual human, albeit male, voice
greeted.

Having given this real person the address of the courts in Big Spring, Natasha lit up
with a map before us, and began speaking oh-so-calmly, giving warnings prior to every
exit or turn.

“Does Natasha freak out if we don’t go the way she tells us?” I inquired along our
way. My friend assured me that the system would simply re-calculate the route based on
our current location. Pretty nifty.

When our dear friend, Patrick Wayland, died suddenly during a military
training exercise, we were fresh from our trip to Napa. Amid all the unanswered
questions, I thought of that blinking green dot and took great comfort in the fact that
God doesn't have to switch satellites — He is always up to speed, never delays and knows
where we are at all times. He undoubtedly hovered over Patrick even as he took his final
breath, never leaving or forsaking him, simply offering him a shortcut to his final
destination.

While we will never understand why the Lord chose to direct Patrick home early,
we would be well-served to read and remember the handy written instructions He has
provided in the paper life-map of His Word. Isaiah 30:21 reminds us, “Whether you
turn to the right or to the left, your ears will hear a voice behind you, saying, “This is the
way; walk in it."

God can and will speak to us clearly and calmly, if only we will call upon Him and
ask for direction. In my 50-plus years, I have only heard God’s voice distinctly on a
couple of occasions, but I am unable to count the times I've heard His whisper, calmly
and gently nudging me back on the path of righteousness. Our problem is that we are
much more likely to tune in to the phone or iPad than into the infallible Word of our
God. Blaring radios and rushing wind, busy minds and busier tongues may blot out the
still, small voice of the only One who truly knows the way when push comes to shove,
and His dot never delays.

I'm glad 'm not in the driver’s seat!
